1. The OWNER agrees to submit by certified check a 10% non-refundable deposit of proposed bid payable to SELLER upon given bid date.

2. The OWNER agrees to pay 100% of remaining balance of bid by certified check to SELLER within 10 days of award of property.  Said payments shall be sent to:

3. The OWNER will be responsible for the relocation of the dwelling and/or garage of the above property location by ___________ and agrees to incur and pay all expenses associated with relocating buildings.

Owner further agrees to show proof of professional house mover’s liability insurance complete with proof of specialized mover’s insurance rider with limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and to keep such policies in full force and effect until building structures on said premises are relocated from above location and will provide proof of such coverage to SELLER.  OWNER agrees to indemnify and hold the SELLER harmless for any and all claims for injuries to persons or property damage.  It is specifically acknowledged and agreed by the parties that SELLER is not responsible to provide dwelling, other structures, personal property or liability insurance of any type whatsoever for the building structures located on the above premises.  OWNER has the sole responsibility to provide all such insurance at the OWNERS discretion.

6. It is agreed SELLER shall have the right to claim damages against the OWNER, upon surrender of possession by the OWNER, in the event that said OWNER has not complied with this agreement.

7. The OWNER agrees that the right of possession shall not include the right to rent or lease or permit any occupancy to a third party.

8. The OWNER agrees not to remove from the premises any soil, vegetation, or land improvements without written permission from the SELLER.

9. If the OWNER shall leave any property on said premises after February 20, 2017 the SELLER shall have the right to dispose of said property without liability.

10. OWNER acknowledges buying the building(s) set forth herein as uninsured as is with no warranties expressed or implied.

HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and executed this _____ day of _____, 20___, by ______________________ (moving company), hereinafter Contractor.


For and in consideration of being permitted to remove a house structure, hereinafter “house” from the premises at ___________________________, hereinafter the “premises”, Contractor, for itself, its officers, employees, hereby assumes liability for and agrees to protect, indemnify, save and keep harmless City of Wausau, hereinafter the “City”, its officers, employees and agents, from and against any and all liability, obligations, losses, damages, penalties, claims, actions, costs and expenses (including reasonable Attorney’s fees) of whatsoever kind and nature (including environmental pollution) imposed on, incurred by or asserted against the City, its officers, employees or agents, which related to or arise out of the removal and moving of the house from the premises, filling of the hole, capping the well, and pumping the septic tank according to State DNR Rules.


Contractor shall furnish and maintain for purposes of this Agreement minimum required coverage of Worker’s Compensation, Comprehensive General Liability Insurance and Comprehensive Business Vehicle Liability Insurance as shown below; said insurance coverage to be approved and acceptable to the City and said Comprehensive General Liability Insurance Coverage to name, the City and its officers, employees and agents as additional insured’s:

Contractor acknowledges that it has inspected the premises prior to the commencement of the removal of the house and understands that dangerous conditions or hazardous materials may exist or be present in or upon the Premises.  Contractor agrees to perform the removal of the house in compliance wit hall applicable laws, ordinances, and regulations of federal, state and local governments and in a safe and reasonable manner, exercising due caution at all times.  Contractor further agrees to perform the removal of the house to the complete satisfaction of the City.


The Contractor and the City agree that contractor is only responsible for and shall only be liable for removal of the house from the premises, and capping any wells.  Contractor is not responsible for any other matters relating to the premises including but not limited to tree trimming or removal or any salvage operation.


If any portion of this agreement is held invalid, it is agreed that the balance shall continue in full legal force and effect.
