Lenz stated that this request is regarding work done with the EPA online database for the Brownfields Grants.
Stantec updated the online database for three grants; one planning and two clean up grants. This work will be
applied towards the planning grant and the grant will then be completely drawn down. Groat moved to approve
the pay request in the amount of $4,971.00. Lindman seconded and the motion passed.

Pay Request from SRF Consulting Group, Inc.: Professional Services for period ending October 31, 2015;

Wesolowski stated SRF is the real estate consultant for the Stewart Avenue DOT Project. This pay request is
within budget and he recommends approval. Lindman moved to approve the pay request in the amount of
$2,612.50. Groat seconded and the motion passed.

Pay Request from Walker Parking Consultants: Professional Services for period ending October 31, 2015;
Wausau Skywalk Schematic Design

Lindman explained that this pay request is for the amount that was agreed upon. Groat moved to approve the pay
request in the amount of $5,000. Lindman seconded and the motion passed.
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Memorial Pool Renovation Project - Contracts 1 & 3: Altmann Construction Co., Inc., Change Orders 4, 6
and 8

Knotek explained that the change orders are not in numeric order because there are change orders that have not
been approved by the engineer yet. Change Order No. 4 is due to staff anticipated tying into the storm sewer
under the parking lot. However, the storm sewer was tied into outside of the lot so patching of the parking lot was
not needed. Change Order No. 6 is a credit for toilet paper dispenses as these will be supplied by the Park
Department. Change Order No. 8 is due to running into bad soil and an overcut was done as recommended by the
testing company. Knotek recommends approval of each change order. Groat moved to approve Change Order
No. 4 for a reduction of $2,150, Change Order No. 6 for a reduction of $226, and Change Order No. 8 for an
increase of $1,307.85. Jacobson seconded and the motion passed.
