Minutes from the November 7, 2016 Meeting
1. Tammy Stratz from Community Development spoke to us on two topics:
· Tot Lot:  The City received 9 proposals for erecting the Tot Lot.  Tammy brought a board with pictures to show the group the Tot Lot equipment (it should take approximately 2 days to install).  There will be handicap accessible matting, garbage cans, benches, a gate on Single Avenue, sidewalks, trees and a fence enclosing the area.  The Tot Lot is located on the corner of Single and Prospect (the alley was vacated) and is designed for children 5 and under.  
· The group made final decisions for our neighborhood signage.  The signs will be dark blue (the specific shade was decided by the meeting attendees) with a brown bell and yellow lettering and printed on a fabric that has a 10-year warranty.  Signs will be placed on City light poles on alternating sides of Prospect Street and possibly on the neighborhood boundary corners.
2. Romey provided information to the group on the 2 potential candidates for the Sears building.  Both organizations (HOM Furniture and Micon Theaters) are family-owned businesses who makes substantial investments in the communities where they are located.  Romey provided insight on the difference in business models between the 2 organizations; HOM specializes in renovating existing buildings and Micon begins with a bare lot.
3. Officer Nate Stetzer presented The Briefing Sheet.  Nate pointed out that calls have decreased since last month.  There has been an increase in burglaries and robberies this year.  One of the neighborhood members in attendance asked the difference between burglaries (the value of what was stolen was less than $2,500) and robberies (done with the intent to commit a felony).
