Minutes from the April 1, 2019 Meeting 

1. Anne had several items for us.  She reminded everyone about free smoke and carbon monoxide 
detectors.  There is a Wausau K-9 fundraiser supporting the 4 patrol and 2 therapy dogs used 
by the Wausau Police Department.  There is no progress on the railroad tracks on Townline 
(Federal rather than State/City property).  The Tot Lot has also been used as a dog park.  

2. Michael Martens shared that there have been some discussions about establishing a formal 
dog park in the City, potentially near Able Plumbing (4th and Plumer).  The City currently has 3 
parks where dogs are allowed off-leash during specified periods of the day:  Oak Island Park, 
Memorial Park (the southern point) and Riverside Park. 

3. Concern was expressed parking on both sides of Prospect during large events at Bull Falls 
Brewery.  Regulations require cars must be:  at least 4’ from a driveway, 10’ from a fire 
hydrant, within 12” of the curb and 15’ from an intersection/crosswalk.  Please call the Police 
Department non-emergency number to report violations. 

4. Officer Brent Olson distributed/discussed the monthly Briefing Sheet.  He also discussed Nixel;  
it can be used for notifications to all landlines or cellphones in the City (the preferred method 
for receiving Nixel messages is by text).  Only 4 people from the Neighborhood signed up for the 
Nixel system since March so he will make a list of anyone who is interested in being part of 
Nixel but wasn’t able to sign up at our May meeting. He also discussed the Community 
Resource Unit (CRU); it currently has 4 members with an emphasis on drugs and prostitution.  
Officer Olson gave us the statistics for CRU for 1/1/19 to 2/28/19, including the number of 
social service calls, community presentations, arrests, search warrants, controlled buys, traffic 
stops and drug seizures; 9 overdoses (2 of them fatal).  Officer Olson also discussed the selling 
of LSD in the local high schools (15-16 year olds are buying/selling and/or using the drug).
