Metro Ride operates a “hub and spoke” route structure. The route 
design resembles a wagon wheel or bicycle tire. Routes originate 
from a central location (hub) and travel on designated routes 
(spokes).

Routes are “�xed”, meaning that buses do not stray from the 
published route.
 The central hub in our transit system is called the Transit Center. It 
is located at 555 Je�erson Street in downtown Wausau.

METRO RIDE will not accept
responsibility for passengers

and their mobility devices when such
devices have not met Federal Motor
Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) 207.
FMVSS 207 sets the standard for crash
worthiness of mobility devices when
used as a seat in a motor vehicle.

Users of mobility devices should
check their device for an FMVSS 207
compliance sticker or consult with
the device seller to deter-mine
conformance to this safety standard.
Nonconforming devices will be
permitted on accessible buses as long
as they fit on a 30 inch by 48 inch lift
platform and do not exceed 600 lbs.,
including the user.

Users of mobility devices who intend
to obtain a new device and ride
transit buses are strongly encouraged
to obtain an FMVSS 207 compliant
mobility device.

Persons with 3-wheeled mobility
devices are encouraged to transfer 
to a bus seat, if possible. Three-
wheeled devices are difficult to secure
and may tip over in an evasive vehicle
maneuver or bus collision. A user of a
3-wheeled device may choose to
remain on that device as a seat, but
this action may compromise the
individual’s safety.

METRO RIDE requires that all
mobility devices face forward and be
secured to the floor. Additionally,
seat belts are provided to secure a
person in their mobility device.

Fold up child strollers so the aisle remains clear for other 
riders.
Give your seat to any person who, because of age or physical 
condition, is less able to stand than you are.

Smoke, chew tobacco or use e-cigarettes.
Eat or drink.
Play an electronic audio device unless you use headphones.
Use loud or o�ensive language.
Be rowdy or push or scu�e.
Put your feet on the seats, seat backs, or walls.

All routes on this map include time points that 
correspond to the timetables. The time points 
are intended to hlep you estimate bus arrival 
times. Although the bus may run somewhat 
later than the times shown, they should never 
run early. Go to the street on which your route 
operates and locate the bus stop sign, usually 
on every other block. Stand at the bus stop and 

wait for the bus to arrive. When the bus stop is 
obstructed by snow, wait at the nearest opening in the snow 
bank, such as a driveway or crosswalk. Metro Ride does not 
remove snow from bus stops. Be at the bus stop a couple 
minutes before the bus is scheduled to arrive so that you don’t 
miss it. When you see the bus coming, step up to the curb and 
hail it by waving.

MAKING TRANSFER CONNECTIONS

If you intend to transfer to another route, be sure to notify 
the driver so he/she can notify the driver so he/she can 
notify the driver of your connecting route. Step along 
quickly. The driver of the connecting bus can only wait three 
minutes past the scheduled departure time, even when 
your �rst bus is late pulling into the Transit Center. Waiting 
longer throws that route out of sync with other routes.

D E T O U R S  & D E L AY S

From time to time, we run behind schedule, generally as a 
result of tra�c or weather conditions. At times we have to 
detour a route because, we cannot use a street, or streets, 
on which we usually operate. When there are signi�cant 
delays or when a route has to be detoured, Metro Ride will 
make every e�ort to ensure that the public is informed.

About one block before you get to your bus stop, let the driver 
know that you want to get o� the bus by pulling the cord above 
the window. As much as possible, you should avoid moving 
about while the bus is in motion, particularily in wet or snowy 
weather when the bus �oor is likely to be slippery. Please remain 
seated until the bus has come to a complete stop. When the bus 
has stopped moving, exit and wait until the bus has pulled away 
before starting to cross the street. Because the bus is so large, 
car drivers cannot see you stepping out in front of or behind it.

When your one-way trip requires the use of more than one 
bus, you will need to ask the driver for a transfer. Free transfers 
are available on all routes.

Metro Ride operates a “hub and spoke” route structure. The route 
design resembles a wagon wheel or bicycle tire. Routes originate 
from a central location (hub) and travel on designated routes 
(spokes). This route design is very common in the airline industry. 
Routes are “�xed”, meaning that buses do not stray from the 
published route.
 The central hub in our transit system is called the Transit Center. It 
is located at 555 Je�erson Street in downtown Wausau. 
Passengers can transfer (free of charge), from one route to 
another, at the Transit Center. Regular routes operate at 30 minute 
intervals, meaning you can catch the bus at any point along the 
route every 30 minutes.

When your one-way trip requires the use of more than one
bus, you will need to ask the driver for a transfer. Free
transfers are available on all routes. Just ask the driver for
a transfer when you pay your fare. A transfer entitles a
passenger to transfer to any other route in order to get to a
destination. Transfers are valid only when used at the
Downtown Transit Center or where two routes intersect.
Passengers can transfer between routes K, C, F, and L at
Shopko in Rothschild. Passengers can transfer between
routes I and E at the Aspirus Clinic in Wausau.
A transfer must be used no later than one trip after it is
issued. A transfer must be used to continue your trip on a
different route. Transfers cannot be used for a return trip.
A transfer is not a round-trip ticket.

If you are transferring, be sure to notify the driver so he
can notify the driver of the other route. Step along quickly,
even if your first bus is late pulling in, the driver of your
connecting bus can only wait three minutes past his
scheduled departure time. To wait longer would throw his
bus “out of sync” with the other routes

From time to time, we run behind schedule-generally as a
result of traffic or weather conditions. At times we have to
detour a route because we cannot use a street, or streets,
on which we usually operate. When there are significant
delays or when a route has to be detoured, METRO RIDE
will make every effort to ensure that the public is informed
via radio, newspaper, etc.

All METRO RIDE buses are equipped with
wheelchair lifts. Disabled riders who do not use a
wheelchair but are unable to climb the steps may
request to use the lift to board the bus. If your
disability prevents you from using a METRO RIDE

bus, you may qualify for METRO RIDE Paratransit Service.
METRO RIDE Paratransit Service is a curb-to-curb van
service which operates during the same hours and in the
same general service area as our buses do. METRO RIDE
must certify your eligibility in order for you to use this
service. For more information, call us at 842-9287 during
our regular office hours.

METRO RIDE provides bus service and paratransit
service during the following hours:

� give your seat to any person who, because of age or
physical condition, is less able to stand than you are.

D O N ’ T
� smoke or chew tobacco.
� eat or drink.
� play a radio or tape player unless you use headphones.
� use loud or offensive language.
� be rowdy or push or scuffle.
� put your feet on the seats, seat backs, or walls.
� leave trash on the bus.
� hang out the windows.
� throw or spit anything out of the bus window.
� bring bulky items onto the bus especially at busy times

unless they can be held on your lap.
� bring animals, except guide animals, onto the bus or

transit system property unless enclosed in a container
that can be held on your lap.

� bring weapons or hazardous materials aboard the bus.
* Drivers may ask riders who do not observe these 

rules to leave the bus.

About one block before you get to your bus stop, let the driver
know that you want to get off the bus by pulling the cord above the
window. As much as possible, you should avoid moving about
while the bus is in motion, particularily in wet or snowy weather
when the bus floor is likely to be slippery. Please remain seated
until the bus has come to a complete stop. When the bus has
stopped moving, exit and wait until the bus has pulled away before
starting to cross the street. Because the bus is so large, car drivers
cannot see you stepping out in front of or behind it.

G E T T I N G  O F F  T H E  B U S

All METRO RIDE bus routes have a name, a letter
designation and a color to help you match the system map
with the timetables. The route letter and route name are
displayed on the bus destination sign. If you need assistance
planning your trip, call METRO RIDE at 842-9287.

Go to the street on which your route operates and locate a bus
stop sign, usually every other block. Stand at the bus stop and
wait for the bus to arrive.When the bus stop is obstructed by
snow, wait at the nearest opening in the snow bank, such as a
driveway or crossswalk. Metro Ride does not remove snow
from bus stops. Be at the bus stop a couple minutes before the
bus is scheduled to arrive so that you don’t miss it. When you
see the bus coming, step up to the curb and hail it by waving.
Get aboard quickly, pay your fare, and take a seat. If you need
change to pay your fare, ask the driver before you put money
into the farebox. Our drivers do not carry large sums of money,
so we ask that you not use anything larger than a one-dollar bill
for bus fare.

If the bus is crowded and there is no seat available, move
toward the rear and stand where you can hold on to a hand
rail. To ensure a safe, clean, comfortable ride, be
considerate and follow these simple, common sense rules.

� take a seat if one is available and remain seated while

the bus is moving.
� listen to and obey instructions given by the driver.
� read informational handouts and notices posted in the bus.

DEVICE USERS

METRO RIDE will not accept
responsibility for passengers

and their mobility devices when such
devices have not met Federal Motor
Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) 207.
FMVSS 207 sets the standard for crash
worthiness of mobility devices when
used as a seat in a motor vehicle.

Users of mobility devices should
check their device for an FMVSS 207
compliance sticker or consult with
the device seller to deter-mine
conformance to this safety standard.
Nonconforming devices will be
permitted on accessible buses as long
as they fit on a 30 inch by 48 inch lift
platform and do not exceed 600 lbs.,
including the user.

Users of mobility devices who intend
to obtain a new device and ride
transit buses are strongly encouraged
to obtain an FMVSS 207 compliant
mobility device.

Persons with 3-wheeled mobility
devices are encouraged to transfer 
to a bus seat, if possible. Three-
wheeled devices are difficult to secure
and may tip over in an evasive vehicle
maneuver or bus collision. A user of a
3-wheeled device may choose to
remain on that device as a seat, but
this action may compromise the
individual’s safety.

METRO RIDE requires that all
mobility devices face forward and be
secured to the floor. Additionally,
seat belts are provided to secure a
person in their mobility device.
METRO RIDE recommends the use
of seat belts with mobility devices,
especially for individuals with limited
upper body strength.

MOBILITY DEVICE USERS 

Metro Ride will not accept 
responsibility for mobility devices 
that do not meet the Federal Motor 
Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) 
207 - the standard for crash 
worthiness of mobility devices when 
used as a seat in a motor vehicle. 
 
Users of mobility devices should 
look for the FMVSS 207 
compliance sticker or consult with 
the device seller to determine 
conformance to this safety 
standard.  Nonconforming devices 
will be permitted on accessible 
buses as long as they fit on a 30 
inch by 48 inch lift platform; do not 
exceed 600 pounds (including the 
user); and can be maneuvered to a 
securement location on the bus. 
Persons with 3-wheeled mobility 
devices are encouraged to transfer 
to a bus seat, if possible.  Three 
wheeled devices are difficult to 
secure and may tip over in an 
evasive maneuver or collision.  
Users of 3-wheeled devices may 
choose to remain on the device as 
a seat, but this action may 
compromise the individual’s safety.
